You are living on a fixed ï or poverty level income.  Someone abandoned a cat/dog in your neighborhood and you took in it, even 
though you were having a hard time feeding yourself, and perhaps your family.  Your heart wouldnôt let you ignore this little one in 
need.  

The little one is romping around the house, so grateful to have a home that cares!   One day you notice that heôs acting 
strangelyévery quiet, not eating, or heôs swallowed something he shouldnôt, or he falls off the sofa and breaks his leg, oré?  You 
have NO extra money for a vetéwhat do you do??  

The Cherokee County Humane Society offers the only program in the county that will help with immediate vet bills when this type of 
incident occurs.  Since the year 2000, we have been offering low cost spay and neuter services to needy families.  A few years 
ago, we expanded to include emergency vet care, as well.  We can provide only a limited amount, but itôs enough to have a 
beloved pet seen by a participating vet and receive preliminary care.  Sometimes thatôs all thatôs needed!  The program is, 
however, limited to those who receive public assistance or meet the income requirements.   

Until we began this program, too many sick or injured animals had to be euthanized because their human companions could not 
afford medical care.    And there are many animals still alive and healthy because of this program.  

We would like to ask all of you to make a donation to what we are now calling ñThe Abby 
Fundò, in memory of the beloved companion of Jean Steele.  Abby died recently at the age of 14 ï a tribute to Jean for taking such 
good care of Abby and being able to provide her with ongoing medical care.
